Legal requirements of Hong Kong:

· The official document must always come from the exporting Member State.

· A Health Certificate can only be issued by the Member State where the animal was slaughtered. 
· If the animal was slaughtered in a Member State different from the exporting Member State, a Health Certificate cannot be issued. Instead, the exporting Member State must issue an Export Declaration and the importer in Hong Kong must obtain permission in writing from the Centre for Food Safety of the Food and Environmental Hygiene Department of Hong Kong before importing the consignment into Hong Kong.
